August 5th, 2015 * Draft*
Mr. Kurt Weber, President of the Trustees Board, called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. with Mr. Weber, Mr. Duvelius, and Mr. Wallace present.

Mr. Weber opened the floor to Mr. Gary Boeres.
Mr. Boeres opened with the VOIP Bid (phone bids) and that there was a gentleman from MTCI there to give a brief presentation of the VOIP systems.
Ben Mendenhall, the representative from MTCI, handed out packets to the Trustees and gave a brief history of their company. Based on the requirements that were provided through the bid proposal, MTCI decided to quote a Switch Box and the Digium D series handsets. The choice for the Switch Box and the Digum D series was based off of the bid packet specifications. The company wanted to make sure that the Township had one unified phone system to replace the outdated system currently in operation. MTCI also quoted a server that was allows for roughly 100 percent expansion should the Township grow or add additional buildings. Another issue that was taken into consideration was the system that would be installed could be maintained by any vendor and not just MTCI if the Township decided to go with another company after the expiration of the contract. MTCI included three years of software updates and maintenance free of charge. The bid also includes running new cable in all the facilities so they are up to code for the new phone systems. 
Mr. Boeres stated that right now the Township pays more than $21,000 dollars annually for the phone service and through MTCI there is only a one-time payment of$ 26,000.  So over a three year time span the Township would be saving roughly $37,000 dollars and installing an updated phone system.
Mr. Boeres asked the Board to authorize the Administrator to enter into a contract and have Mr. Ray Warrick, Fiscal Officer counter sign.
Mr. Weber made a motion to approve the contract and to authorize Mr. Boeres to sign the contract and Mr. Warrick to counter sign.
